LAKEWOOD RESIDENTS
When visiting with family or friends, we long for meaningful conversation - not just 
idle talk about the weather, the news, or health issues. Regardless of age or background, 
everyone has a unique and interesting life story. This is especially true of our residents 
at Lakewood Village. To perpetuate their life memories to future generations, Christian 
Care Centers has contracted with LifeBio, an internet-based company that uses 
memory journals and memory boards, to chronicle individual life stories. 

Lakewood Village has been the first campus to initiate 
the Program. In the Health Care Center, “story boards” 
become visual photo albums of our residents’ lives. 
Many are displayed in their rooms. In Assisted Living, 
the “Resident of the Month’s” bio is placed in common 
and high-traffic areas for all to see. By reading these life 
stories, visitors, other residents, and staff learn so much 
about the participants and come to appreciate them even 
more. LifeBio provides memory-challenged residents 
valuable opportunities to reminisce – a valuable facet of 
memory therapy. Through the sharing of the past, even 
current friendships have been deepened because people 
learn so much “new” about their neighbors – realizing 
common interests that develop into a greater enjoyment 
of life here at Lakewood Village - sharing fishing 
expeditions on the six-acre, fully-stocked lake, exercising 
together, and participating in exhilarating Wii games.
Soon, Fort Worth Christian School will join Lakewood 
Village to create an intergenerational partnership with the 
LifeBio Program. Eleven Fort Worth Christian students will spend an afternoon a month with our residents. 

Kaye Kaiser, Coordinator of the Junior Class Volunteer Program for Fort Worth Christian, is excited about this 
opportunity for students to serve. No doubt, the wisdom the students will glean from the residents, the feeling of 
importance the residents will glean from the students, and the camaraderie produced from the interaction of the 
students and the residents will forge deep and lasting relationships and will influence the students’ lives for good.
