














Financially Speaking

The mission of Christian Care Centers, Inc. paraphrased is that “we are to provide services to residents
and meet their various needs in a compassionate environment.” Christian Care Centers, Inc. did

that in 2008 by providing direct care of our residents, improving the delivery of many services and
upgrading physical plant operations.

For the year ending December 2008, Excess of Revenues over Expenses was $2,157,000. This strong
financial result increased net assets 13.1 percent —to $18,645,000. Overall, gross operating revenues
(excluding Advancement) increased 4.6 percent while total operating expenses increased 6.0 percent.
Advancement also had an excellent year in pledges, grants and gifts. Resident Contributed Services or
Charitable Care, increased by 6.9 percent to $4,452,000.

Caring for our residents begins with providing a safe, comfortable and sociable environment.
Resident occupancy in the areas of Health Care Centers (Skilled, rehab and Dementia), Independent
Living, Assisted Living (including Dementia), as well as Home Health and Hospice, was above
occupancy for the previous year. Overall, we provided services for over 1,700 unique seniors during
2008. Actual resident occupancies increased from the previous year by almost two percent to

94.7 percent. Home Health service also experienced growth in Hospice, both at Mesquite and
Hilltop Haven in Gunter, for the year.

Our goal of improving resident living accommodations and updating our campuses continued. For
2008, approximately $7,000,000 from operational capital, gifts, grants, and bonded debt was invested
in campus service delivery, equipment, and physical plant improvement.

Mesquite campus refurbishment continued with the creation of the Bentley Assisted Living
Activity and Technology Room, and a new main entry; Home Health and Hospice expansion
and refurbishment; and Health Care Center roof replacement.

Fort Worth campus improvements continued with Lakewood Village Apartment living refurbishment,
kitchen renovation, replacement of the West Wing roof, and start-up construction of a new Wellness
Center opening the first quarter of 2009.

Gunter campus improvements were renovations of Hilltop Haven’s Kendrick Wing, physical therapy,
resident dining, and nurse station areas. The areas will be operational in the second quarter
of 2009.

The Mesquite Campus Wellness and Administration Building was completed and began serving
residents in October 2008. The new wellness program is a great addition to the lifestyle of
Mesquite campus residents. It offers a heated pool for aerobics and aquatics, an exercise room,
a gym for cardiovascular and Brain Fitness program. All programs are under the oversight of a
Fitness Professional.

2008 was another great year!
